Project Background

Victrack have implemented the Cisco Call Manager (C.M.) VoIP System. There is a requirement to be able to capture the call record information and produce reports on the VOIP phones the same as the existing telephones.

To achieve this, the Telmax21 has been upgraded to include the software interface module that communicates with the Call Manager server to receive and process the call records.


An additional requirement is now needed to retrieve the Cisco CDR from an intermediate system, rather than the Cisco C.M. sending the calls directly to the Telmax21 (via ftp/sftp)
Modification to this software, (and other modules), is also required to include enhancements to the processing of the Cisco C.M. data.

Scope of Work
Part A

· Due to Fire walling issues, modifications to the Telmax21 Cisco module  is required to pickup the cdr from another system, this must be implemented for any of the enhancement in PART B  to be possible.

Develop, install and test a new software enhancement to the Telmax21 Cisco Module to collect the CDR files from an intermediate system.

Liaison with the Call Manager Administrator to setup and test the transfer of the call records from the Call Manager to the Telmax21 server

It is a requirement that the files can be retrieved via ftp or scp or smb client transfer, and the Telmax21 has access to either move or delete these files once retrieved

· It is a requirement that the MAC address be stored in the Telmax21. Mac will be recorded against date/time/phone number in a new table. This information would then be accessed from the Telmax21 Forms.

· Modifications to the Bilmax21 to create separate call (c9_.. and rent (r9_..), and Switchboard (r9) for the Cisco Call Manager data, and also exclude the CISCO from the existing Voicemail (v9_..) data.

· Modifications to the Preprocessor  to import separate call (c9_.. and rent (r9_..), and Switchboard (r9) for the Cisco Call Manager data, and also allow for the non-existant Cisco Voicemail (v9_..) data, This inckudes allowing for new batch types/ Report Typs for the Cisco CUCM data.

· Create a catwarn “polling alert” for “No Data” and “Polling Failed” and also modify the polling module to create a catwarn for no (zero) calls polled.

· A separate quote for a new Report required in the Bilmax21 to match the invoice generated by TBIMS. When details have been finalised. It should be noted here that if Options 2 or 3 for the new report format is chosen then changes to the content of the C9, S9 Cisco format will also be requierd.

Installation

The raw data is sent by the Cisco C.M. to an intermediate system,

An additional module will be installed on the Telmax21 to collect the

CDR files from this system, in place of them being directly sent to the Telmax21 by the Cisco C.M.

The Telmax21 Directory Maintenance and Directory 21 Software will be replaced with new versions. The existing Telmax21 Cisco module will be modified to extract and store MAC address against Telephone number, which will then be updated daily into the Telmax21 Directory. The Bilmax21 modules will be modified

The Polling module will be modified. The catwarn module will be modified.

UNIFIED COMMUNICATION

Unified Communications has three components to the billing. There is Calls, Rental for Capability Bundles and possibly handset once-off, rental or no handset to consider in the modeling of the invoice process. The existing batchtype “Rental and Calls” only has Rental and Calls.
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The import process and its interface to the billing functions are listed below. It has allowed for the second import for UC phones. Two batch imports means two different reports can be applied.
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 Billing Modification
This is specifically written for the billing team and the developers so the terminology used is geared to their understanding. The solution is my initial thoughts and I am expecting this to change once I have consulted with the David Wells, Billing Team Members and the developer.

The Telmax21 System has a module for the Cisco Unified Call Manager. (v 3 thru V8.x).  This work has already been configured and only the collection of live data and testing is outstanding.

List of Activities and involved in import and reporting for the implementation of Unified Comms, of which the BSS supporting suppliers will need to provide that functionality.

The additional work required by Trans-Mit falls into updating of Directory21, ISDN List Len, File Transfer, Calculation of combined phone and subscription, Batch/Monthly Import File Generation, TP Video Conferencing and Bilmax Report.

Additional work that will need to be done on the Telmax21 is:-

CALCULATION OF COMBINED PHONE LIST AND SUBSCRIPTION

1. T value for the combined phone type and subscription David Wells still to advise how we are going to update RSC and SFC
2. Rod to calculate the RSC and SFC (Subscription) with David Well’s assistance.
3. David Wells to indicate fields for subscription calculation by TransMit
4. Phone type to be supplied by David Wells with MAC address which TransMit will import to the Directory21 and use as lookup for TEC value

5. David Wells needs to provide Rod Sheppard  two lists. One is a list of handsets, mac address and some fixed numbers. Second list is the subscription list. As the TEC is a combination of phone type and subscription Rod will need both bits of information.
6. Adam Fry to define the phone models which qualify for Gold, Premium and Platinum
7. A new table needs to be added as a phone lookup with model, type and active fields
8. Confirm with Adam Fry that the final subscription at the end of the month will be invoiced for the entire month.
ISDN IMPORT FILE

9. Rod needs to provide a file which has the extension, TEC, RSC, SFC populated and a pseudo len number generated. I will supply a format which you need to include all column headings but only populate the fields indicated above.

10. This file needs to be emailed to me
11. There needs to be a procedure put into place to save the file as xls extension as the Telmax can only generate the file as a csv format.

UPDATING DIRECTORY21


As these new fields will be updated automatically they will not be visible in the directory maintenance screens. The will only appear in the Directory21. The only new field in Directory maintenance will be the instrument field.

12. Add modification to correct Subscription information 

13. Allocate new fields in Telmax Directory21 for UC instrument, MAC address and subscription description against extension number and automatic updating. 

14. Add a new field for instrument updatable by users to indicate if phone is leased or brought outright.
15. Update TEC field with TEC, RSC and SFC. 

16. As data collection is common there should be only one Site in Telmax for UCP 

17. David Wells to provide CMR specification
18. Automatic directory updates from the AD information if we get email, subscriber name. This is still to be defined. More discussion required. Telmax requires unique join field which needs to be identified. Email address is the suggestion.
19. Phones which are pool phones for Premise Mobility are assigned virtual phone numbers when no-one has logged onto them. These need to be included in the directory. Spare pool numbers will be programmed internal and dial 000 only and should belong to the same extension group and only be an expense to the system expenses.
BATCH/MONTHLY IMPORT FILE GENERATION

20. Separate R9, S9 and C9 to exclude Cisco from NEAX data. No files for V9 Voicemail. 

21. Create a polling alert for “No Data” and “Polling Failed” for zero calls
22. Generate an email if there is a polling alert and automatically log it into VQSM

23. Modify the batch program to request the month’s data and produce two folders with the original PABX R9, C9 S9 and V9 files, then in the other folder include the CCM_C9, CCM_C9 AND CCM_S9 – no CCM_V9 required.

24. Polling to be configured for 30 minutes polls in the Cisco call manager

25. Include all the new UC call traffic feature e.g. Video conferencing David Wells needs to advise us if the UC video conferencing has a characteristic or a flag indicating that it is a video call.
26. Extract Subscription from CMR/CDR and combine with phone Type to provide TEC value. This needs to be automated by Trans-Mit (duplicate)
27. Storage of the mac address will need to be included in the call data records. Rod will put this data into the account number field. Rod will record the date, time, extenstion and mac address in a table which will record the multiple changing if the extension changes against the mac address in the one day.
TP VIDEO CONFERENCING

28. TP Video Conferencing not including presently as it indicates CDR which is not defined.

As TP will no supply CDR the configuration would normally for the Routes/Trunks would be a Tributary Route. Tributaries have their own reporting which is not one Extension Group summary format used for billing. Rod is able to modify the call traffic to reflect real calls.

29. David Wells needs to tell us if there is a relationship between ports and extensions.

30. Bilmax report to match the invoice generated by TBIMS

The Product Manager believes that due to the mobility of the instruments that billing will be a bulk amount. This will use the “Recurring” batch type and appear under a separate batch type heading but on the same invoice.

Alternatively, Product Manager suggested that the Subscriber and phone model would be added to Call Manager as a combined subscription.

David Wells has proposed that where we provide a combined cost of Subscription and Instrument that we predefine which instrument are available and they are classified as High, Medium and Low. Also conference and analogue handsets need to be included in the classification. Outstanding for Adam to define the instrument for these classifications. Clarification is required regarding the following statements – All users get an ear piece. How do we deal with Executive ear pieces?

To minimised the development the thought is that the subscription description will be added into the directory page into a spare field of the web directory but for billing purposes will be converted into a numeric TEC value. This would minimise the work required in modify NewPP Import functionality. We may need additional data extracted from the import data but we do not have any samples presently.

BatchtypeID:


This will be an automatic batch type, which will have the Add transaction button available for once off occasions. It will have same program type as Telmax Rent and Calls. The batch will be included under the "Import Data Automatic" data input group and will import a separate set of files to be included in the invoice.


Revenue Batchtype ID is 664

The batch name is “VicTrack Unified Communications”, which will appear on the Invoice.

The Telmax21 System has a module for the Cisco Unified Call Manager. (v 3 thru V8.x). With the Unified Call Manager, call data is not polled by the billing system, instead it is pushed to the billing system by the C.M using FTP or SFTP. To maintain a consistent interface to the Telmax21 data collection system, we have implemented the concept of a virtual Call logger with the Telmax21 server. The raw data sent by the C.M is stored on the Telmax21 and can be polled/re-polled and processed as with any other external call logger. The module will be installed onto the new VM Ware Telmax21 system with disk space for the virtual logger to be allocated in the database partition, an additional 20 Gig of disk space should be added, (mounted) to store the Cisco Raw data, and processed calls is recommended.  The installation will include the configuration changes required to the Telmax21 Routes G/W and Directory.
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TP Video conference facility is using external capability phone numbers 10250-10299 it interfaces to UC and will not be invoiced by any transaction data. Ports will be assigned to customers and will be invoiced accordingly as a recurring cost.

David Wells has provided a drawing showing the interface to existing PABX network. This shows that there is a SME (Transit site) that calls transit through from one customer to another. Please note that there is a Shared site for the smaller customers. Also there is a platform for the Video conference facility. Unsure presently, about the capture of data, data format, reporting and billing requirements for this service.

David has indicated that the inletno, outletno and dialledno if an internal extension will be shown in the CDR as the full number e.g. 96198788 as this is what is recorded in Active Directory.

Phones are not tied to a person so if we are leasing then the customer must tell us where the instrument is.
